Tax Issues:  IRS Ruling on Summer Employment/Pay Schedules:  The implementation of IRS deferred compensation regulations pertaining to teachers who work for 10 months and are offered the option to annualize salary payments over 12 months have been deferred until the 2008-2007 school year.  The IRS website has a FAQ document that describes compensation scenarios and what actions are required. (http://www.irs.gov/newsroom/article/0,,id=172883,00.html.  Diocesan and local school policy will also provide further guidance to individual teachers.
