HOLD OCTOBER MEETING IN SALT LAKE CITY 

Sessions will discuss Empowering Leaders for a Changing World 

Washington, D.C.--The annual meeting of the Chief Administrators of Catholic Education (CACE) is scheduled for Oct. 25-28, 2009, at the Sheraton Salt Lake City Hotel, Salt Lake City, Utah. 
The meeting marks the 101st anniversary of the National Catholic Educational Association (NCEA) department that represents superintendents of schools, directors of religious education and other educational leaders serving in dioceses and religious congregations throughout the country. More than 300 attendees are expected.
The conference theme, “The Vocation of Leadership: Empowering Leaders for a Changing World,” continues the “Vocation of Leadership” theme begun several years ago. 

The opening liturgy for the meeting will be held Sunday, Oct. 26 at the Cathedral of the Madeleine, with Most Rev. John Charles Wester, bishop of Salt Lake City, presiding. 

On Monday, Most Rev. Gerald Kicanas, bishop of Tucson, Ariz., will deliver the opening keynote address on “Empowering Leaders for a Changing World.”

Organizational thinker and renowned speaker Margaret Wheatley will deliver the Wednesday keynote address titled “Leadership in Turbulent Times is Spiritual.” Her most recent book, “Finding Our Way: Leadership for an Uncertain Time,” is a collection of her writings on organizational behaviors.
More than 20 breakout sessions will address issues such as embracing the digital world, urban and rural schools, competency-based professional development, catechetical planning and the law and the Internet. 

On Wednesday, Salt Lake City’s Bishop Wester will lead the closing general session on immigrants and migrants. 

The Diocesan Superintendent’s Academy, a two-day course covering critical skills necessary for success as a superintendent, will be held Oct. 23-24, just prior to the annual meeting, at Juan Diego Catholic High School in Draper, Utah. The course is recommended for new or aspiring superintendents or seasoned superintendents needing a refresher. 

Established in 1904, the NCEA is the largest private professional education organization in the world, representing 200,000 Catholic educators serving more than 7 million students in Catholic elementary and secondary schools and in religious education programs at all levels of Catholic education.
