He is a member of the board of the Catholic Education Foundation in Los Angeles, which gives millions of dollars to inner-city Catholic schools.  Mr. and Mrs. Lund established the Lund Family Scholarship that benefits St. Francis High School students (where Mr. Lund has served on the board) and Flintridge Sacred Heart Academy students attending the University of Portland.
