Criteria

· A teacher with a clear, integrated philosophy of Catholic education

· A teacher held in high regard by peers, students and parents
· An individual or institutional member of the NCEA Department of Elementary Schools.
Procedures
1.
Nominee completes the attached form, and secures the principal's endorsement.

2.
Nominee secures and submits only three letters of reference.

3.
Send six collated copies, including the original, of the application form and the letters of reference by November 1 to the NCEA Regional Representative for your state (see List of Regional Representative enclosed). No faxed applications will be accepted.

4.
The NCEA Regional Representative forms a committee of peers to select the recipient of the award from that region.

5.
Awardees are notified by mail on or before December 22.

6.
The awardee attends the NCEA Convention during Easter week and receives the NCEA Sister Miriam Joseph Farrell, PBVM, Distinguished Teacher Award at the Elementary Department Awards Banquet the first evening of the Convention.
